As one goes through the building, one is impressed with the efficiency, 
the commodious aspect, and the cultural values of such a dormitory. The 



large reception room, the attractive open court in the c; nter with the 
fireplace at one end, and the spacious dining hall all contribute to one's 
concept of the dignity and esthetic values of the building. 

The inviting parlor has floor-length drapes, flowered in rose, and these 
form a pleasing background to wine davenports and numerous occasional 
chairs which encircle the room. The sparkle and warmth of a large 
fireplace brightens the entire space. 

The walls of the dining hall are finished with red brick which is 
matched by the gay stripe around the smooth blue-topped dining tables. 
Blue leather upholstering on tubular chromium chairs and blue tape on 
the many venetian blinds complete the festive appearance. 

The rooms are charming and reflect the individuality of the occupants 
in the arrangement, color scheme, and personal nick-nacks. 

But the physical equipment isn't the last word by any means, for 
during the year, Morrison Hall has been the scene of many prayer meet­
ings, missionary services, and spiritual feasts. 

The full city block upon which Morrison Hall rests, was a gift from 
the Nampa Chamber of Commerce. The furnishings, costing over $12,-
000, were made possible through the gifts of scores of churches and indi­
viduals. Never has Northwest Nazarene College had a more enthusiastic 
campaign than the one which made possible the erection of Morrison Hall.

The establishment of a Graduate School in Theology is the most forward step in 

scholastic work since full accredita tion was achieved in the spring of 1937. This depart­

ment has been organized to supply a long-fe lt need for advanced work beyond t he regular 

baccalaureate fie ld heretofore provided for chose entering che ministry. The Mast er of 

Theology degree wi ll be conferred upon t hose who complete the prescribed t wo-year 

course. 

U nique in the graduate sec-up is the system of internship provided. Each student is 

required to spend at least four months as an assistan t pastor in one of our large r churches. 

By this method the much needed practical emphasis wi ll be t ied in with the more or less 

t heoretica l background of the academic subjects. Twelve churches were selected for 

t his particu lar work .ind all have responded enthusiastica lly t o the p lan. 

The initia l year of the G raduate School has p roved to be very gratifying indeed. 

Fourteen studen ts have enrolled officially with a few graduating seniors. 

Dr. Ellyson, Dr. DeLong, Dr. H arper, Dr. Gardner, and Professor Janosky have been 

the major professors in the department; they bri ng to t he students an academic back­

ground of the highest st andard, coupled wi th years of experience in their respective fields. 

The graduate school h as undergone a rather laborious metamorphosis made necessary 

by the inevitable establishmen t of precedents. The distincti ve character of the prog ram 

of the graduate department has been jea lously guarded both in academic and organizational 

work.

Aeronautics School 

We Fly! 
This year the college offered a course in aviation under the Civilian Pilot Training 

Program. The government hired the planes and instructors in order that qualified 
students might learn the fundamentals of aviation. It was required that they should fly 
a minimum of thirty-five hours and a maximum of fifty hours to earn a private pilot's 
license. 

Mr. William \\'l" oods, a Boise businessman, was contractor for the av1at1on school; 
Mr. Allen Platt, one of the best authorities in the Northwest on aeronautics, was flying 
instructor; Mr. Siefarth was co-ordinator; and Professor Alvin R. Aller taught the ground 
school course which required seventy-two hours of classwork. In order to qualify for 
private pilot licenses, the students had to pass a rigid physical examination, a government 
test in the ground school, and a flight test of spins, power-on and power-off stalls, steep 
and shallow pylon eighths, spot landings, and potential forced landings. 

\\'l" e who form the aeronautics class started work on the course anxious for the many 
thrills and breath-taking episodes. With the reverberat ing roar of a smooth, powerful 
motor and a swift r un down the field, we were off on a flying start. Now, no longer 
fledglings, we look back on many hours of flying with a background of sky and a v ast 
panorama of country-side with less fortunate earth-bound men who appeared as slow 
moving ants-this was freedom. 

We have enjoyed the association with men trained in the close co-ordination of mind 
and muscle-steady nerved men who were united by a common bond. \\'l"e have appre­
ciated the opportunities t hat were offered us in this course- that men may fly. 
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Departmental Advances 
Like a happy boy at C hristmas time, the Music Department has been the favored 

recipien t , t h is year, of several splendid gifts. At the head of the list we note the gift of 
the much needed music hall which has rung all year with the welcome sounds of practicing 
musicians and musical grou ps. Even before all t he students had found their p laces for the 
school year, a lovely soft-toned, reed organ was being locat ed in an appropriate room of 
the music h all. Professor Gale, our excellent organist , is t he one whom we heartily thank 
for this v aluable addition to our physical equipment . By being a bi t fa rsighted, the pos­
session of a baby grand and t hree p ractice pianos valued at one thousand dollars was made 
possible on t he strength of receiving sufficient returns from the Roland H ayes concert. 
The baby grand has become a fitting t reasure in a beautifu l setting-the parlor of 
Morrison Hall. The worth of two hundred and fifty hymnals presented t o us by our 
N azarene Publishing House can h ardly be est imated in dollars and cen ts, fo r their use 
h as paid div idends in a currency fa r above the material medium of exchange. W ith t he 
defi nite note of progress chat such giving suggests, it is no wonder, then, that over two 
hundred students have ava iled t hemselves of the benefits in cultu ra l opportunities which 
the dep artment of music offers. 

IN T ELLECTUAL RETREAT 

"Lee's have it quiet in che library p lease !" Precep t upon precept, but sti ll we congre­
ga te in the L ibrary to p unctua te the study hours with periods of gossip and what-not. 
For some unknown reason chis gaiety is strangely absen t in the library du rin g examination 
weeks, even though we st ill assemble in the library. 

\Ve have enjoyed the benefits which our College has afforded us. The library has been 
enlarged ch is year by many notewort hy donations. A splendid gift of books va lued at 
one hundred and fifty dollars w as received from the Nazarene Publishing H ouse. Many 
volumes were donated from t he libraries of C larence T rue \Vilson, Dr. W. C. Noice, 
C. A. Benedict, C. A. McKay, and J. 0 . Schapp. Added to these were donat ions from che 
National Educat ion Association and t he International Relations Club. D r. H . V. Mi ller 
made a liber al con tribut ion of books for the G raduate T heological Departmen t and pro­
vided a subscription to t he R elig ious Book of the Month C lub. We are grateful to our 
college for the purchase of six thousand volumes from Gooding College. In addition to 
t his we received one h undred and fifty dollars worth of new reference books and a 1940 
edition of the A111,ericana Encycloj1edia. We feel that t he outlook for our college library 
is bright and progressive. With new books and equipment being added t o our library 
every year, we shall have a college library which will prove a credit to our institut ion. 

RARE SCIENTIFIC DONATION 

T he science department became t he recipient of a very ext ensive collection of biologi­
cal specimens. In the collection are represented th ree animal phyla , namely, t he Coelenca­
rata, t he Mollusca, and t he Echenodermate. In addition t here is a small group of botanical 
specimens. 

I n the Echinoderm section there are sea urchins, brit tle stars, crinoids, and several 
species of star fish. 

The Mollusca collection is remarkably complete and extensive. T he specimens have 
been gathered from all over t he world and presen t an outst anding array of beauty, wonder, 
and variety. The Mollusca collection represents a lifetime task on t he part of the collector, 
Mr. 0 . A . Benedict of Moscow, Idaho, wh ose wife recently presen ted them together 
with a book collection of 2 64 volumes to t he college. 

The collection h as been estimated to be worth seven thousand dollars. Not only does 
it have value from t he st a ndpoint of museum exhibition, but it will be an aid to the 
teaching of courses in biological science.

Later he was well known as pastor and evangelist of the 
Church of the Nazarene and for eight years officiated as Superintendent of New England 
and New York districts. Prior to his appointment to the chair of Dean of Theology 
at Northwest Nazarene College, he was the pastor of F irst C hurch of Chicago for seven 
years. At this t ime he was also a member of the general court of appeals. At present 
he holds the position of a General Superintendent of the Church of the Nazarene. 

Dr. Hugh C . Benner is a graduate of Olivet College where he obtained his Bachelor 
of Arts degree and is also a graduate of the University of Southern California, which 
conferred upon him his Master of Arts degree. He served as professor of history and music 
on the faculties of Trevecca Nazarene College, Eastern Nazarene College, and Pasadena 
College. He has been a very efficien t pastor in the Nazarene Church at Santa Monica, 
California, and Spokane, \XI ashing ton. For a number of years he has acted as Secretary 
for the Board of Regents of Northwest Nazarene College.

Over in the little gray schoolhouse, the student teachers and the local youngsters meet 

and receive m utual benefit. Professor Coral O. Young is the capable director, who, w ith 
her practical, every-day principles, prepares both teachers and pupils for greater fu tu re 

responsibilities. Daily lessons may be forgotten, but the principles remain.

W orthy of praise are the three regular teachers— Miss D orothy Petersen, prim ary 

grades; Mrs. Bartram , upper grades; and Miss Eleanor Lenton, music— who are faithfully  

attending to  the tasks of m otivating and guiding the lives of the younger ones and setting 

standards of good techniques in the science of modern education.

N .N.C. maintains the distinction of having had the first organization m Idaho of 

Future Teachers of America. This chapter was named in honor of the late Dr. E. E. 

Angell, who was considered an ideal teacher. 

Membership in this organization brings to the student the motivating power of a 

lifelong purpose and a na t ion-wide outlook. It is designed to develop ideals and powers 

in our lives, to advance the interest and welfare of the profession and of children, and to 

foster the education of all the people. 

The F.T.A. chapter fills the local relat ionship of the teacher in his three-fold cmzen ­

ship in local, state, and national organizations. 

In return for one dollar national dues, the chapter and indiv idual members receive 

the following generous services: An attractive charter for framing with a gold seal each 

year, a library of m aterials with additions each year, special services in planning pro­

grams and project s, and the right to call upon officers of the N.E.A. to meet with the 

chapter. 

Each member receives nine issues of the N.E.A. Journ:il, t en selec ted Personal Growth 

Leaflets, the righ t to wear an F.T.A. pin, and a national certificate of merit when 200 

merit p oints are earned. For one dollar stat e membership dues he receives other beneficial 

services. 

The College Chapter of the F. T. A. is not a blind-alley organization. Every mem­

ber, on joining, establishes a professional citizenship with v ital influence upon his teaching 

success. So, every fu t ure teacher in N .N.C ., let u s push and boost for a working organi­

zation for the benefit of our profession!

Playing a brand of basketball that kept N.N.C. rooters on the edge of their seats 

throughout every game, the Crusaders rang up an impressive string of victories during 

the 1940-41 season, winning a tota l of 13 games out of 19 scheduled games played. 

Continuing their record of clean, hard-fought contests, they earned the respect of every 

team they played by their sportsmanship and unconquerable spirit. 

High scoring honors went to Paul Mangum, who netted 246 points, followed by 

Crawford Vanderpool with 215 points. Totaling t he number of points scored during the 

entire season reveals the following: Crusaders, 923; opponents, 785; or a margin of 138 

points in favor of the Crusaders. 

Two of the most thrilling home games of the entire season were those played against 

t he Eastern Oregon Normal squad and the College of Idaho quintet. The Crusaders lost 

t he former game, after a hard-fought contest, 48 to 3 8, but won the C. of I. game 5 8 to 

44, with a barrage of superb shooting and professional ball handling. The clowning 

Harlem Globe Trotters, professional negro team, played the Crusaders again this year, and 

furnished a capacity crowd with an evening of fun and entertainment. 

With the exception of Earl Mosteller, who played his last season this yea r, the entire 

first string squad will be back again next season, assuring N.N.C. fans a season of fast , 

flashy, winning basketball. Coach Adler spoke highly of the team's performance this 

season and commented, " Next year we will face just as tough a schedule as we had t his 

season, and I believe we have a good chance of improving our record."
