
“ But Tarry Ye . . ”

General Superintendent Powers

rJ ,HESE are the words of Christ found in the forty-ninth verse of the 
twenty-fourth chapter of the Gospel of Luke. He was speaking to 

men of spiritual knowledge and experience. According to Christ they 
were “witnesses” of certain things (v. 48). A witness is “ one who 
was there when it happened.” They knew from experience that only 
the Holy Spirit can open the understanding so that men may know, 
not only the prophecies concerning the Messiah, but also the Messiah 
of the prophecies (v. 45).

More than scholarship is needed to explain the Bible. Spiritual 
things are spiritually discerned. The disciples were witnesses to the 
necessity and power of the atonement of Christ (vv. 46-47). They 
knew from experience the pangs of repentance, and the joys of the 
remission of their sins (v. 47). They were blessed of the Lord (v. 50). 
They worshiped Him (v. 52). They welcomed an opportunity to testify 
(v. 53). They loved the house and service of God. Holy exuberance 
and spontaneity characterized their meetings (v. 53). They had a 
world-wide missionary vision (v. 47).

What a wonderful group of Christians! Yet Christ said to this 
very group, “Tarry ye . . . until ye be endued with power from on high.” 
They needed the purging, purifying power of Pentecost. It is not 
necessary to discount the work of regeneration in order to teach entire 
sanctification. Sanctification is a second work of grace wrought in 
the heart subsequent to regeneration, by the baptism of the Holy Spirit. 
Every born-again Christian needs the further work of heart cleansing, 
and Christ still exhorts the unsanctified, “ Tarry ye . . . until ye be 
endued with power from on high.”

“And t a k e . . . the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God” (Eph. 6:17).

That boy wants to speak to you a 
m om ent.” I was surprised by the 
"L adv in W hite” as she sp jk e  these 
words, for I was visiting one of my 
m em bers in the Duke University Hos­
pital and was sure I knew no one 
else there.

I made m y way to his bed, feeling 
that he must be confusing me with 
som eone else. There was a young 
man. a college student, with his eyes 
all bandaged and his hands reaching 
out into what to him was darkness. 
He looked as though he were trying 
to find his wav. groping in darkness. 
He had been attracted by my voice as 
I prayed.

A fter talking with him a few mo­
ments about the Lord and His love 
for us, I learned that he had just 
undergone a very serious eve opera­
tion. The surgeon had said if the 
operation was not a success he would 
not be able to see. "H e said I have a 
l'ifty-fifty chance,” he told me between 
sobs. A fter praying with him I walked 
back to the bed of my mem ber.

But that was not to be all. I heard 
his voice and turned toward his bed 
to hear him saying, "W hat's your 
nam e?" I returned to his bedside to 
find him reaHv w eeping by this time. 
I tried to com fort him and urged him 
to quiet down, for the doctor had told 
him not to m ove his head at all. If 
ever I heard a sincere confession. I 
heard one then. He told m e how he 
had failed to live as he should have 
and how he wanted to becom e a 
Christian. Instructing him in the ways 
of salvation, I prayed again and this 
time he prayed too. When I finished 
he assured me that the Lord had for­
given him and that he intended to 
live for Him the rest o f his life.

I truly have thanked God for open­
ing the door and enabling me to point 
this young man to Christ: but I have 
been wondering since how many more 
there arc whom  I contact daily who, 
though possibly without bandaged eyes, 
are none the less groping in dark­
ness with their hearts literally break­
ing within them, not know ing what 
to do with their burdens and sins. 
Not every door will be opened so 
definitely before me. but the needs 
are there just the same. So I'll pray 
this little prayer most fervently.

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Pentecost in Prophecy
By S. T . Ludwig*

Th e  w o r k  of grace wrought in the hearts of the 
disciples of Jesus by the Holy Spirit on the 

Day of Pentecost was a vital and dynamic experi­
ence. It was so important to the forward march 
of the kingdom of God that we may well expect 
to find it foretold in Old Testament writings.

The Feast of Pentecost or the Feast of Ingather­
ing, as it was sometimes called (Exod. 23:16), 
came at the end of the wheat harvest. It cor­
responded to our Thanksgiving period and was 
so celebrated in the Jewish year. That it was to 
have spiritual significance is indicated: Also in 
the day of firstfruits . . .  ye shall have an holy 
convocation (Num. 28:26). Furthermore, the 
spiritual benefits of that occasion were to be at­
tested to by the stewardship of love. And thou 
shalt keep the feast of iveeks . . . with a tribute 
of a freeivill offering of thine hand., which thou 
shalt give unto the Lorcl thy God, according as 
the Lord thy God hath blessed thee (Deut. 16: 
10).

The coming of the Holy Spirit was foretold by 
the prophet Isaiah: Until the spirit be poured upon 
us from on high, and the wilderness be a fruitful 
field (Isa. 32:15). Ezekiel foresaw the power of 
the indwelling Presence and what it would mean 
in daily life. I will put my spirit within you, and 
cause you to ivalk in my statutes, and ye shall 
keep my judgments, and do them (Ezek. 36:27).

But it was Joel, one of the minor prophets, to 
whom was given the insight to deliver a major 
message: And it shall come to pass afterward, that 
I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh: and your 
sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old 
men shall dream dreams, your young men shall 
see visions: and also upon the servants ancl upon 
the handmaids in those days will I pour out my 
spirit (Joel 2:28). The prophet of God spells 
out so clearly what was to happen on that mem­
orable day, the birth date of the Church, that the 
Apostle Peter declared before the crowd as­
sembled. This is that which was spoken of by 
the prophet Joel (Acts 2:16).

The inescapable necessity of the Spirit’s pres­
ence is set forth in the words of Zec-hariah: This 
is the word of the Lord . . . saying, Not by might, 
nor by power, but by my spirit, saith the Lord 
of hosts (Zech. 4: 6).

The power of this pentecostal experience is not 
a prophetic utterance alone. It was fully realized 
on the Day of Pentecost in the lives of believing 
Christians who were obedient to the command of 
the Saviour when He said, But tarry ye . . . until 
ye be endued with power from on high (Luke 
24:49). And it is for us all today. The experience 
of holiness foreshadowed in prophecy can be real­
ized now—in your life and mine, if we consecrate 
our all and permit the fire of Pentecost to cleanse 
from inner dross.

C. W. Ruth’s Sanctification
By E. E. Wordsworth*

Among  the holiness Bible expositors of the 
decades just past, Rev. C. W. Ruth deserves 

a place in the front row. His memory is still 
fragrant among us today. He had a canny way  
of presenting the Bible doctrine of heart holiness, 
and was almost without a peer in his field of 
teaching and evangelism. It was the writer’s 
privilege to have known him intimately, having 
labored with him in camps and revival meetings. 
I am indebted to a little booklet that has recently 
come into my possession for the subject matter of 
this article.

He was born in Bucks County, Pennsylvania, 
September 1, 1865. His parents were devoted 
Christians. He was reared for the most part on 
a farm. His earliest recollections were the family 
altar, the Sunday school, the prayer meetings, re­
vivals, and camp meetings.

His educational privileges were meager, having 
never attended grade school, but only a country 
school, and even there quite irregularly. Despite 
these disadvantages he became a learned man and 
an able Bible teacher and preacher.

He was converted as the result of a prayer meet­
ing on a Friday night. Hear his words:

Conviction became so pungent and intense, I public­
ly confessed m yself a seeker; after much earnest 
crying and agonizing prayer to God, by day and 
night confessing m y sins, I was gloriously converted 
on the follow ing Sunday night. The pastor o f the 
church I attended, after an earnest sermon, invited 
seekers to com e forw ard to the altar o f prayer. I 
rejoiced in the opportunity, and rushed forward to the 
altar, fell upon m y knees, and plead for m ercy. A t 
nine o ’clock, G od in m ercy heard m y prayer, the 
burden of guilt was rolled away, the light of heaven 
broke into m y soul, the Spirit witnessed with my 
spirit that I was pardoned and accepted of God, and 
I was indeed a new  creature in Christ. Although I 
had been averse to religious demonstrations, I now  
found m yself shouting aloud the praises of God. I 
was born again and knew it. This occurred early in 
September, 1882.

Then he tells about faithfully attending all the 
means of grace, reading his German and English 
Testaments, and maintaining a clear justified ex-

On January 
4 at the evening service, the Spirit of God was 
especially near and one seeker came to the altar 
after a brief invitation. I dismissed the people 
and quietly went back to this man and wife, ask­
ing them to come to the altar. With very little 
urging they asked a lady nearby to care for the 
children and came forward. In a short time they 
arose with tears in their eyes and gave testimony 
to the saving grace of Jesus. On January 18 it 
was my happy privilege to receive them into 
church fellowship. On January 29 a telephone 
call informed me that this young man had died 
suddenly of a heart attack at the age of twenty- 
six years.

Time is so short for all mankind, whether they 
die suddenly or last for a life span. I have 
thanked God many times that this young man 
made it in “ just in time.” We must work, for we 
know not when this experience may be repeated 
and someone called who is not ready.— B y  an  
O k l a h o m a  P astor .

And Entire Sanctification
By Lewis T . Corlett*

■pENTECOST includes the teaching of the doctrine 
and experience of entire sanctification and 

involves more. While there is no direct state­
ment connecting an experience of entire sanctifi­
cation to what happened on the Day of Pentecost, 
yet there are several incidents and scriptures 
which show the relation. The outstanding factor 
in the incidents and experiences of the Day of 
Pentecost is that the Holy Spirit was poured out 
in dispensational aspect. He became the Execu­
tive of the Godhead in the world, supervising 
and motivating the work of the Christian Church 
and providing to each seeking believer the neces­
sary vitality and power for all the events, circum­
stances, and relationships of life.

The Holy Spirit is both the Agent of cleansing 
in the experience of entire sanctification and the 
abiding, empowering divine Presence in the heart 
of the follower of Christ. He fills with His love 
and provides the believer with the motivation and 
balance necessary for victorious living.

Christ used various terms as He spoke to His 
disciples regarding their need and their work. 
As he prayed to the Father in His high priestly 
prayer (John 17), He prayed definitely for the 
Father to sanctify the disciples. He expressed 
the same desire in verse twenty-one when He 
asked the Father to work in them so that there 
would be unity between the believer and the 
Father and the Son. In the last chapter of Luke 
and also in the first chapter of Acts, He command­
ed the disciples to “ tarry for the promise of the 
Father.” This promise included both divine pur­
pose and divine provision and was fulfilled in the 
lives of the 120 on the Day of Pentecost. Paul, 
in writing to the believers at Thessalonica. united 
the experience of entire sanctification with the 
will of God (I Thess. 4 :3). This explanation 
definitely connects the work of the Holy Spirit 
in entire sanctification to the promise and pro­
vision of the Father which was fulfilled on the 
Day of Pentecost.

Peter, in commenting on his experiences at the 
house of Cornelius, says, “ God, . . . put no differ­
ence between us and them, purifying their hearts 
by faith” (Acts 15:8, 9). This He spoke of the 
work done by the Holy Spirit on the Day of Pente­
cost. He states definitely that the outstanding 
work of the Holy Spirit in the experiences of the 
people on the Day of Pentecost was purifying the 
heart. The work of the Holy Spirit in the ex­
perience of entire sanctification is that of purging 
the heart from carnality or inbred sin and the 
filling of that inner life with divine love in himself. 
Thus the work done on the Day of Pentecost and 
the work done in the heart of the believer seek-
'President, Nazarene Theological Seminary

ing to be sanctified is that of purification of the 
motive life by the Holy Spirit. Thus, there is a 
definite relationship between Pentecost and the 
doctrine and experience of entire sanctification.

Pentecost became possible because of the com­
plete commitment of the disciples tarrying in the 
Upper Room. The time element of ten days was 
not important in duration as the command was, 
“Tarry until.” The important factor was the utter 
abandonment of self until there was a unity of 
desire, purpose, and wTill with that of the Master. 
Then the Holy Spirit came. A  similar process is 
necessary on the part of the believer to be sancti- 
field wholly. There must be a complete consecra­
tion, a wholehearted dedication, an abandonment 
of self to the will of God until the heart and will 
literally cries out, “Not my will, but Thine, be 
done.” Then and only at the point of complete 
commitment will the Holy Spirit cleanse the heart 
and fill and empower the motive life of the be­
liever. Because of this similarity of requirements, 
there is a definite relation of the doctrine and 
experience of entire sanctification with Pentecost.

Following the Day of Pentecost the disciples 
were reckless in devotion and obedience to the 
will of God. This is also true of every person 
who makes a complete commitment unto God and 
is sanctified wholly. There is a devotion and 
obedience to God that is sincere and wholehearted 
in His service.

Pentecost marked the beginning of the Christian 
Church era. It also signified the time when every 
barrier to true worship was removed, and those 
who desired to worship in spirit and in truth 
could do so as their hearts were cleansed from 
the nature of sin and filled with love to God. This 
was known as the baptism with the Holy Spirit, 
which is a synonym for the term “ entire sanctifi­
cation. ’ Pentecost is God’s reminder to the 
Church that He has made provisions to “ purify 
unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good 
works.”

Free from Envy

T a m es says, “ Where envying and strife is, there 
J is confusion and every evil work.”

Webster says: “ Envy is pain, uneasiness, mor­
tification, or discontent excited by the sight of 
another’s superiority or success, accompanied by 
some degree of hatred or malignity, and often or 
usually with a desire or an effort to depreciate the 
person, or with pleasure in seeing him depressed.” 

Bacon, in his essay on envy, says that it is “ the 
vilest affection, and the most depraved. It is 
the proper attitude of the devil, who is called the 
Envious Man, that soweth tares among the wheat 
by night; as it always cometh to pass that Envy 
worketh subtilely and in the dark and to prejudice 
against good things, such as is the wheat.”

Envy is a deep and destructive form of self- 
centeredness and self-love. It is the inner feeling 
of self-love and self-esteem. It is petty, loathsome, 
and is a Christ-dishonoring self-love. It takes 
away peace of mind. Sunday-school workers 
should always guard against this destroying, sub­
tle, pesky sin.

There is an old Latin proverb which says, “The 
potter is envious of the potter, the smith of the 
smith.” Envy is often directed against someone 
in our own school or circle. “ Charity [love] en- 
vieth not,” says the Apostle Paul. Love, if it be

the right kind, will turn envy into the riches of
graciousness and magnanimity.

History records the fact that Richard of England 
and Philip of France fought together in the Cru­
sades in the Holy Land. Richard was nicknamed 
“ Lionhearted.” He was a braver man than Philip 
and was looked upon as chief. Philip grew envi­
ous. He finally became defiant, withdrew from 
Palestine, went back to France, and invaded 
Richard’s territory with a declaration of war. He 
who had been a holy crusader permitted the 
poisoned darts of envy to strike against a comrade 
in the Christian cause.

Envy infects the emotions of its victims. It 
fouls the inner spirit. It corrupts the very springs 
of the soul. It kills the highest and noblest in 
man. It causes one to become bitter, and destroys 
the basic principle of character building.

The Bible gives many examples of those who 
were envious. Cain was envious of his own 
brother, Abel. The venom went to his heart and 
caused him to kill his brother. Jacob was envi­
ous of Esau, who was possessor of the birthright 
blessing. Envy struck at the heart of both sons: 
cheating, lying, and hatred followed in its deadly 
trail.

Rachel was childless. She became envious of 
Leah, with her four children. The result was dis­
cord in Jacob’s household. Joseph caused his 
brothers to look with eyes of green. They plotted 
to get rid of him. “ And the patriarchs, moved 
with envy, sold Joseph into Egypt.” Envy creates 
disharmony, division, separates friends, and leaves 
a path of misery and woe in the lives of all those 
who allow it to live in the heart.

Envy is a vice so subtle that it is often indulged 
in by those who are supposed to be true Chris­
tians. There may be no gross sins in my life, nor 
any criminal sin gnawing at my conscience, and 
yet, like the scribes and Pharisees, I may cause 
the Christian religion to be scorned by permitting 
envy to invade and infest my heart.

An old philosopher by the name of Marcus 
Aurelius once said that he had read Greek, He­
brew, and Chaldee authors, and consulted many 
wise men for a remedy for envy, but had not 
found one. Jesus is the only remedy. Christ, if 
given a chance, will crucify envy. If there are 
envy and strife and division among you, “ are ye 
not carnal, and walk as men?” says the Apostle 
Paul.

Saul was envious of David. Hainan was envious 
of Mordecai. In every case envy came from the 
heart life. It dishonors Christ. He alone can up­
root this rank weed in human hearts and plant 
the lovely flowers of praise and magnanimity in 
its place. Envy is sin. It must go.

Envy is self-defeating. We never gain anything 
by being envious. We are always the losers by 
permitting this dreadful monster a place in our 
lives. It never enriches; it always leaves one 
unhappy. It causes one to be unlovable.

A life free from envy makes life worth living. 
It is the abundant life, with unquenchable good 
will, boundless love, and the all-conquering 
strength of moral victory.

perience. But he had not gone far in the Chris­
tian experience before he discovered that “some­
thing” as he called it.

The principal manifestations of it were a m an- 
fearing spirit, the uprising o f an unholy temper, d iffi­
culty in forgiving and loving an enemy, etc. Just 
one year after conversion, I definitely sought the 
experience of entire sanctification. A fter seeking 
earnestly for some days, one Sunday night while 
walking down the sidew alk toward the church, con ­
scious that I had consecrated m y all for  time and 
eternity, I was enabled to look  up into heaven, and 
say, "I believe that the blood of Jesus cleanseth m y

heart from  all sin n ow ; He sanctifies m e now,”  and 
suddenly and consciously the H oly Ghost fell upon 
me, and I knew just as positively and as assuredly 
that G od had sanctified me through and through as I 
had known a year before that He had pardoned m y 
sins. I rushed into the church, and before the pastor 
had time to announce the opening hymn, I told the 
congregation what had occurred on the sidewalk, and 
that God sanctified m e w holly. B illows o f  glory 
swept over m e until m y joy  seemed to be utterly 
inexpressible and uncontainable. Oh, the blessedness 
o f that hour! Surely heaven could be no better.

This is the testimony of the man whom God 
used to win at least one hundred thousand people 
to Christ and holiness.
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"Listening In"

Firs t , let’s suppose that the thousands who hear 
the “ Showers of Blessing” program each week 

are listening in at the same time. We’ll make it 
Sunday at 8:15 a.m., Central Standard Time, when 
I tune in and get it in Kansas City.

Second, we’ll imagine that there is a space ship 
at hand which travels around the earth as fast 
as light— 186,000 miles per second. This means 
that jet planes are not even in the running when 
compared with these flying ships.

We board this space ship just as the program 
begins and are off to New England. There we 
find a shut-in who has been confined to her bed 
for twenty-five years. She is listening in to the 
first strains of “ Showers of Blessing,” our theme 
song. We greet this isolated one whose only con­
tact with our church and the gospel for which 
it stands is this program.

But we must be on our journey if we make 
the trip around the world while the fifteen-minute 
program is on. Next we find ourselves at the 
door of a desert home in the Western part of the 
United States. There a man is listening in to 
the gospel message in song and preaching. His 
work forces him to live miles away from his nearest 
neighbor and seldom affords him a chance to go 
to church.

From the United States we proceed to Ceylon 
in India, where a native of that country is listen­
ing in through the Far Eastern Broadcasting Com­
pany in Manila, Philippines. His faith in the Lord 
Jesus Christ is low, but the radio sermon con­
vinces him anew that there is One to whom he 
can look in time of worry and anxiety.

Since our time is running out, we hurry on to 
Italy, where one of our American Nazarene work­
ers is listening in over Quito, Ecuador, and Radio 
Luxembourg. He stops listening long enough to 
tell us that it really helps to get American hymns 
and messages.

With more than ten minutes of the program 
gone, we rush on to a distant island in the Pacific. 
There we find one of our servicemen listening in. 
His heart is filled with praise to God for such 
a wonderful opportunity to contact God, his home­
land, and the Church of the Nazarene.

Finally, we head for Canada, and in less time 
than it takes to tell you about it we are beside 
a man who is heartbroken over the loss of a loved 
one. The radio message is just what he needed 
in that terrible hour of sorrow. With tears 
streaming down his face, he thanks God for the 
“ Showers of Blessing” program.

Back in Kansas City just as the “ Showers of 
Blessing” program signs off, we realize that these 
few who were listening in and had been so won­
derfully helped were representative of thousands 
around the world who tune in every week and 
thank God, the Church of the Nazarene, Dr. T. 
W. Willingham, Mr. Ray Moore, and Dr. R. V. 
DeLong for the many blessings which come to 
them through this radio program.

EDITORIALS
An Interview with John the Baptist
\  s I h av e  read about you, John, across the 

years, I have come not only to admire you, 
but also to think of you as one of my closest 
friends. Thus I feel now that I can ask you some 
rather personal questions. The first one is very 
simple, but I would like to have a word direct 
from you about it. Why were you called, John 
the Baptist?

“ Ah, my friend, that is easy to answer. I did 
most of my preaching near the Jordan River, and, 
getting my idea from the ceremonial washings of 
my forefathers, I insisted that the inward change 
brought about through repentance be confessed 
by baptism. Because of the fact, then, that I re­
quired all who really repented to outwardly wit­
ness to the same through this ceremony, I came 
to be called John the Baptist, or baptizer.”

Matthew gives us some startling statements 
about your ministry, John. He tells us that when 
you began to preach repentance, the people of 
Jerusalem, Judea, and all the region around about 
Jordan not only turned out en masse to hear you, 
but also that many of them were baptized con­
fessing their sins. You were a successful evan­
gelist. What was the secret of your success?

“More than anything else, it was due to the 
presence of the Holy Ghost in His fullness in my 
heart. I was in divine order. I had been given 
a divine mission and was striving to fulfill it. 
In this connection, you should remember that, 
according to Luke 1:15, the angel declared before 
my birth that I was to be filled with the Holy 
Spirit, even from my mother’s womb.”

This brings up another question, John. What 
is meant by Luke's statement that you were to 
be filled with the Holy Spirit, even from your 
mother’s womb? I have often wondered about 
these words. Please give me some light on them.

“ I can’t explain them. All I can say is that from 
my first recollections I have felt the hand of God 
on me and I have known no desire except to do 
His will. Along with this, as I grew' older I be­
came very definitely aware of my mission as the 
forerunner of the Son of God. All of my waking 
thoughts and efforts were filled with preparing 
the way for Him. I cannot say more than this 
as to Luke’s strange statement about me.”

Baptism seemed to be a very special word for 
you, John. One of your most interesting uses of 
this term was as follows: “ I indeed baptize you 
with water unto repentance: but he that cometh 
after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not 
worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the 
Holy Ghost, and with fire” (Matt. 3:11). Please 
explain to me the difference between what we 
often call your baptism— the baptism of water
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Stephen S. White

unto repentance— and Jesus' baptism with the 
Holy Ghost.

“My baptism, or the baptism of repentance, 
which is followed by water baptism, puts the 
sinner in touch with God. His sins are forgiven 
and he is no longer separated by them from God. 
He and God become friends and have fellowship 
with each other. This is wonderful as far as it 
goes. However, it should be enriched by the 
Pentecostal experience. This is Jesus’ baptism 
with the Holy Ghost. My baptism with water un­
to repentance prepares the sinner for the recep­
tion of Jesus’ baptism with the Holy Ghost.”

Another question which is often raised is about 
your relation to the great prophet, Elijah. Some 
thought that you were Elijah come back to earth 
again. Even Jesus spoke thus: “And his disciples 
asked him, saying, Why then say the scribes that 
Elias must first come? And Jesus answered and 
said unto them, Elias truly shall first come, and 
restore all things. But I say unto you, That Elias 
is come already, and they knew him not, but have 
done unto him whatsoever they listed. Likewise 
shall also the Son of man suffer of them. Then 
the disciples understood that he spake unto them 
of John the Baptist” (Matt. 17:10-13). In the 
light of these words, what do you have to offer as 
to your relation to Elijah?

“I answered this inquiry very definitely in 
these words: ‘And this is the record of John, 
when the Jews sent priests and Levites from Je­
rusalem to ask him. Who art thou? And he con­
fessed, and denied not; but confessed, I am not 
the Christ. And they asked him, What then? Art 
thou Elias? And he saith, I am not. Art thou that 
prophet? And he answered, No ’ ” (John 1:19-21).

Still, you haven't told me why so many connect­
ed you with Elijah.

“The angel in speaking to my father, Zacharias, 
before I was born gave him some information 
about my life and work. Among other things, he 
said: ‘And he shall go before him in the spirit 
and power of Elias, to turn the hearts of the fa­
thers to the children, and the disobedient to the 
wisdom of the just; to make ready a people pre­
pared for the Lord’ (Luke 1:17). I was thought 
of as Elijah chiefly because I manifested the same 
spirit and power or boldness which characterized 
him, and lived the same strict, or disciplined, life 
which he exhibited. When people saw me in ac­
tion, they could not help but think of the mighty 
prophet Elijah. The courageous and pioneering 
drive which dominated me through the power and 
presence of the Holy Ghost could not escape re­
minding those about me of Elijah.”

When you were in prison, John, you did a very 
strange thing. You sent two of your disciples to 
Jesus to present to Him this inquiry: “ Art thou

he that should come, or do we look for another?” 
It is difficult to understand why you did this— 
especially since you had so definitely pointed Him 
out as the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin 
of the world. In addition, you had baptized Him 
and had recognized Him as the promised One 
more than once before. How coidd you, then, do 
that which seemed to indicate that you doubted 
whether Jesus was the Christ? Again, you sent 
these messengers to Christ to ask this question 
just after hearing of some of His marvelous works. 
The account says: “ Now when John had heard 
in the prison the works of Christ, he sent two of 
his disciples, and said unto him, Art thou he that 
should come, or do we look for another?” (Matt. 
11: 2-3.) Can you explain this action on your part?

“My friend, I regret that you brought this up. 
I know of no way to defend this action of mine. 
I did doubt for a brief time, when there was little 
reason for doing so. I did not give up my faith 
altogether, but my faith in Jesus Christ as the 
Son of God did ebb to a low tide. This attitude 
did not last, but it shames me now. Isolated and 
alone in prison, with a life that was hard and 
dreary, I became discouraged and faltered for a 
moment in what had been an exuberant confi­
dence in Him whom I had baptized and worshiped. 
I do not mention what follows in an attempt to 
justify what I did, and yet it comes to my mind 
at present. Elijah, my ideal, once ran away from 
his enemies and called on God to let him die. He 
who had been fearless and faithful so many times 
finally fainted by the way. Like mine, his faith 
lagged on one occasion. Christ sent a wonderful 
message to me—-‘Go and shew John again those 
things which ye do hear and see: The blind re­
ceive their sight, and the lame walk, the lepers 
are cleansed, and the deaf hear, the dead are 
raised up, and the poor have the gospel preached 
to them. And blessed is he, whosoever shall not 
be offended in me’ (Matt. 11:4-6). My strength 
came back, but I wish my hesitancy here could 
have been expunged from the record.”

What ivas Jesus’ opinion of you, John? Didn’t 
He cry out to the multitudes concerning you in 
these words: “ What went ye out into the wilder­
ness to see? A  reed shaken with the wind? But 
what went ye out for to see? A man clothed in 
soft raiment? behold, they that wear soft clothing 
are in kings’ houses. But what went ye out for 
to see? A prophet? yea, I say unto you, and 
more than a prophet. For this is he, of whom it 
is written, Behold, I send my messenger before 
thy face, which shall prepare thy way before thee. 
Verily I say unto you, Among them that are born 
of women there hath not risen a greater than 
John the Baptist: notwithstanding he that is least 
in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he” 
(Matt. 11:7-11). And in John 5:32-35, doesn’t 
Jesus also describe you as being a true witness 
of Him and as a burning and a shining light?

“ Yes, what you say is true. Jesus was very 
generous in His estimate of me: and you must 
always remember that whatever I did was made 
possible by His grace and power. He set the goals
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severed from my body with a joy unspeakable 
and full of glory. Martyrdom is never to be sought 
for its own sake, but it is truly glorious when 
one suffers for Jesus’ sake. As long as there are 
sin and men who follow Christ, there will be 
some who will have to face and partake of mar­
tyrdom. And they will go through it triumphantly, 
for Christ will stand by them in a special way in 
that hour.”

and then gave me the inspiration and strength 
necessary for their achievement.”

Finally, John, tell me this—How does it feel to 
die for Christ?

“There is nothing else like it. Naturally, no 
one seeks death, but when you face it because 
of your stand for Christ and the right, you receive 
a mighty influx of peace and stability. I was able 
to walk right up to the block and have my head

THE SUNDAY-SCHOOL LESSON

Topic for May 17: The Thessalonian Letters 
Scripture: I and II Thessalonians (Printed, I Thess. 1:1;

5:1-11,14-23)
G olden  T e x t : A nd the v ery  God of 

peace sanctify you w holly; and I 
pray God your w hole spirit and 
soul and body be preserved  blam e­
less unto the com ing of our Lord  
Jesus Christ ( I  T h e s s . 5 :2 3 ) .

To the Ephesians, Paul wrote of the 
fullness of the Spirit; to the Thes­
salonians he spoke of the blessedness 
of being “ established in holiness.” 
A nd both of these were telling about 
the same experience—second-blessing 
holiness.

The other day I was bluntly chal­
lenged, and I surely made good use 
o f First Thessalonians. A  backslider 
was defending his state of wickedness 
by  a glib, haughty assertion, “Y ou  
holiness folk  don ’t have a leg to stand 
on.” That was when I turned to the 
Thessalonian epistle and flung it right 
in his path. I asked him first if he 
w ould believe in holiness if I could 
show  it to him in the Bible. He said 
he w ould. I had him read verses from  
the first chapter of First Thessaloni­
ans, and then I said, “ What kind of 
people was Paul addressing—were 
they sinners or saved? W ould you  
say that they were as good as the 
average m em ber of your church?” I 
queried. “ As good as the best, and 
better than most,”  was his reply.

Then I turned to I Thess. 2:10, 
where Paul testified to having lived 
a holy life before them. “ W ould you  
say that Paul was a holiness person?”

N ext we 
turned to chapter 3, verse 10, where 
Paul flatly declared that the faith of 
these Thessalonians was imperfect, 
and w ent right on to say that the 
im perfection was their lack o f  being 
established in holiness. Yes, w ith all 
the splendid things that could be said 
about them in the early verses o f the 
epistle, still they were sadly in need 
of holiness of heart. B y this time my 
cocksure friend was wilting. “ Does 
that sound to you  like holiness?” I

asked. “ Yes, but I have never seen 
it before,” was his lame reply.

I w ent further to show him that 
by holiness Paul meant entire sanc­
tification; that entire sanctification

Home Missions 
In Wisconsin

Church o f  the N azarene, 
Portage, W isconsin

r ro years ago som e m oney was 
given for a hom e-m ission  cam ­
paign in Portage, W isconsin, a nice 

town of about eight thousand popula­
tion. In order to m ake a start, it was 
necessary to buy property. A  good 
corner lot was purchased and Rev. 
Kenneth Burton sent in as pastor. A  
five-room  parsonage with full base­
ment was built and then a portable 
tabernacle bought in M ilwaukee and 
rebuilt for the property. These are 
modest but attractive buildings, worth 
about $14,000.00. The indebtedness is 
less than $5,000.00 and is being carried 
by the local congregation.

Last fall Rev. Law rence Aspin suc­
ceeded Brother Burton as pastor. The 
Sunday school is now  averaging about 
thirty-five and the church is gaining 
the respect o f the town. A lthough it 
means sacrifice on  the part of the 
people, they are paying their district, 
general, and educational budgets 
without com plaint. A nd now  they are 
planning to help start another Sunday 
school this sum mer, for the purpose 
of getting another new church. This 
sort of spirit will bring G od ’s blessing 
and victory upon the Portage Church 
of the Nazarene.

On the W ashington 
Pacific D istrict

It was recently m y privilege to 
spend ten days with District Super­
intendent B. V . Seals in the W ashing­
ton Pacific District. This was a unique 
engagement in that it consisted of 
such a variety of services. W e spoke 
at two Sunday-school zone rallies, 
spent the first Sunday with Rev. G. 
Franklin Allee at Brem erton, W ash­
ington, and preached the second Sun­
day in the churches at Camas and 
Longview. The Lord gave us some 
souls in the Sunday services.

The Mt. Vernon proposition is the

A c t i v i t i e s  of the new state of Israel 
and its governm ent are of much 

interest to students o f Bible prophecy 
concerning Jews. A m ong projects 
w hich have been and are now  being 
diligently carried through is the new 
1,500-foot dam w hich has been com ­
pleted across the Bet Natufa V alley 
in Galilee. It is part o f a country­
w ide project o f irrigation. A t present 
the dam is only 36 feet high, but will 
be heightened some each year until 
it reaches a m aximum of 120 feet. 
Its ultimate capacity will be about
263.000,000,000 gallons o f water and 
the lake it form s will cover about 20 
square miles.

President Eisenhower’s nam ing of 
Clare Booth Luce, a Catholic, as am ­
bassador to Italy has caused some 
questioning about her relationship 
with the Vatican. Those questions 
have been answered both by  Vatican 
sources and by  Mrs. Luce herself. A  
Vatican newspaper states: “ No person 
having an official mission or a d ip lo­
matic post with the Italian govern ­
ment can at the same time carry out 
diplom atic activity with the H oly See.’’ 
Mrs. Luce has declared that she will 
have no connections w hatever with 
the Vatican, “ form al or informal, open 
or secret.”

salary is $16,000.00 a year. Recently 
he survived the change from  a D em o­
cratic to a Republican administration 
when he was reappointed by Attorney 
General Herbert Brownell. In ac­
cepting the reappointment H oover 
turned dow n an offer from  the Inter­
national B oxing Club for ten years 
at $100,000.00 a year.

In 1952 more than two million m ajor 
crimes were committed in the United 
States. As D irector o f the FBI Mr. 
H oover reported these figures, which 
are said to have a high degree o f ac­
curacy. The actual figure for  1952 was 
2,036,510, or 154,350 above the 1951 
figure. There w ere increases in all 
the m ajor crim e categories such as 
hom icide, rape, aggravated assault, 
robbery, burglary, breaking and en­
tering, and grand larceny and theft.

In the Salonika, Greece, election of 
January 18, 1953, about 95,000 wom en 
were registered to vote. This w as the 
first time in Greek parliamentary 
election history that Grecian wom en 
have had this right.

Pastor Schumann, a Lutheran m in­
ister o f East Germ any, was sentenced 
to prison by  the Communists because 
of one o f his sermon illustrations. He 
told o f a wealthy Englishman w ho 
donated his whole estate to a Chris­
tian youth movem ent. This kind of 
preaching was condem ned b y  the 
Com m unist court as “a glorification 
o f capitalism,”  and the pastor was
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sentenced to six years in prison for 
“ agitation against the Communist 
governm ent.”

U.S. governm ent statistics released 
in March, 1953: M arriages in 1952 
totaled 1,505,000; in 1951, 1,595,000. 
Divorces in 1952, 393,000; in 1951,
371,000.

Q. I observe that m ore and m ore 
there is hand clapping in our religious 
services. I do not stand as an authori­
ty  on decorum , but I have been  under 
the im pression that hand clapping is 
out of place in a religious service. I 
have no objection  to it in a business 
session or promotional m eeting. H ow ­
ever, it does seem  out of place to m e 
in a serv ice  which is distinctly r e ­
ligious. Therefore, I would like your  
opinion on  this matter.

A. I can sympathize with you  in 
your antipathy for hand clapping in 
a religious service. I am quite sure 
that at times I have spoken out 
against it. H owever, I am also certain 
that on occasion I have been guilty 
o f it m yself. I have been in a crow d 
where it was done, and almost before 
I thought I did what the others were 
doing. Further, as I have thought 
about it from time to time, I have 
gradually com e to the conclusion that, 
although I do not like it, I can find 
no specific reason for saying that it 
is wrong. They clapped their hands 
in Bible times, and there was a 
day in the holiness m ovem ent when 
some leaders w ere quite given to ex ­
pressing their religious emotions by 
clapping their hands. O f course, their 
hand clapping was o f a somewhat 
different order. Still, it is difficult to 
draw a line o f dem arcation between 
the two types o f hand clapping. Final­
ly, then, I would say that the real 
danger in this popular hand clapping 
lies in the fact that we are likely to 
perm it it to take the place of more 
spiritual forms of expressing our em o­
tions in religious services. In that 
way, “ Am en,”  “ Praise the Lord,”  etc., 
w ould disappear from  our meetings 
altogether.

Q. Do you  think a m other should 
m ake a daughter live by  her con vic­
tions? Just because a m other thmks 
certain things are wrong, m ust I 
think that th ey  are wrong too? M y  
m other doesn’t want m e to do som e 
things that I know som e of the other  
young people in our churches do. I’m 
a Christian, and 1 do know and love  
Jesus with all m y heart. I don’t want

to be w orldly, but 1 don’t want to 
dress as plainly as m y m other wants 
me to, and as some older religious 
people do. A m  I w rong in all o f this?

A . I believe in our Nazarene young 
people and sympathize with you  in 
your problem . In the last analysis, 
you r convictions must be yours. N ei­
ther your parents nor you r church 
can finally force their ideas of right 
and w rong upon you. Y ou  must com e 
to the place w here you  accept the 
standards of conduct w hich you fo l­
low  on your ow n decision. Also, 
m others and other older people som e­
times forget that they w ere ever 
young and thus expect young people 
to be just like they are now. Still, 
you  must rem em ber that your mother 
has had a lot m ore experience than 
you  have, and her advice is pretty apt 
to be good advice. Besides, you  can ’t 
always afford to follow  the exam ple 
set by every Nazarene young person 
in our church. Most o f them are A - l ,  
but, just like some o f  us older people, 
not all o f them live as w ell as they

My Praying Mothers—

My  m o t h e r  was a praying mother. 
M y earliest recollections of her 

are so m ixed with mem ories o f her 
prayers and her belief in God that, 
even when her face com es before me 
today, I cannot think o f it as separat­
ed from  her prayers. She spent many, 
many hours on her knees. W hen she 
prayed in the attic or in her bedroom . 
I rem em ber hearing her voice as I 
w alked around downstairs. She a l­
ways spent at least half o f her prayer 
time praising God. O ver and over she 
repeated the words. “ Bless the Lord.
O my soul: and all that is within me. 
bless his holy name. Bless the Lord.
O my soul, and forget not all his 
benefits.” Then she w ould end such 
a praising time with a little shout of 
joy.

know  they should. Again, if you  have 
joined the Church o f  the Nazarene 
and taken its vows, you  ought to live 
up to them. G od bless you . I ap­
preciate your question, and I believe 
that if  you  will hold steady and pray, 
G od  will lead you  in the right way.

Q. W hat becam e o f Joseph, the 
husband o f M ary, th e m other of
Jesus?

A. Joseph must have died before 
Jesus was crucified. W e hear of him 
after Jesus had entered His public 
m inistry (Matt. 13:55), but he is not 
m entioned in connection with the 
C rucifixion  or the events leading up 
to it. Further, Jesus on the cross 
made special provision  for the care 
of His m other (John 19:26-27). He 
would hardly have done this if Joseph 
had still been alive.

Q. How m any children did Joseph  
and M ary have?

A . N o one knows for sure. H ow ­
ever, I believe that you  will get the 
best answer to you r question in Mat­
thew 13:55-56, w here the names of 
four o f Jesus’ brothers are given as 
James, Joses (Josep h ), Sim on, and 
Judas. His sisters are also referred 
to, but their names are not given.

M y m other prayed for her children. 
I'm sure none of them w ould  ever 
doubt the truth of this statement. She 
prayed for their salvation; she prayed 
for their tem poral safety; she prayed 
that G od w ould  guide them in all 
they did.

W hen M other was called away from  
this life over thirteen years ago now. 
I felt like one forsaken. Often during 
these last years I have faced problem s 
and have w ished with all m y heart 
that M other w ere here to pray for me.

A bout twelve years ago. I joined a 
group o f wom en in a m issionary so­
ciety. There w ere m any older wom en 
in this chapter and som ehow  w hen I 
attended the meetings. I had a p ro ­
tected feeling. It was some tim e b e ­
fore they knew  me very  well, but 
gradually I began to look  upon them 
as m y mothers. As the years have

learned to lean upon them. I know  
they pray for me and mine.

I am thinking especially o f Mrs.

These names perhaps do not mean 
anything to you  but, although I have 
never told them, w hen I am away on 
a trip I always think of them as my 
praying m others.

All o f us need others to pray for 
us. There are those for w hom  I can 
pray. There is a great need for Chris­
tian wom en w ho will set themselves 
aside as praying mothers.

My Mother's Representative

Ma n y  years ago w hen our fam ily 
lived in Oklahoma, there w ere 

weeks w hen je lly  m aking w as in 
vogue each year. M y m other was 
well known for her ability to always 
make the je lly  jell. Of course, she 
made her je lly  w ithout the aid of 
artificial pectin. There w ere three 
little tests w hich she always put her 
jelly through, and if it passed these 
tests she knew  the product would 
turn out perfect.

There are not too many wom en w ho 
know how to be sure the je lly  will 
jell—at least, the wom en o f our town 
were not too sure. Since m y mother 
was always sure, during je lly  season 
she was in groat demand. Early in 
the morning she often w ould hear, 
“Mrs. Chapman, I have a batch of 
juice which I w ould like to make 
into jelly today. I w onder if you  could 
spare a little time this m orning.” 

Mother loved to help others! If any­
one asked a favor o f her, she always 
did her best to fulfill the request. 
But during je lly  season the requests 
often came too fast. M other had a 
home to care for, she had her own 
juice to make into jelly, she had meals 
to prepare and clothes to wash and 
mend for a large fam ily.

I was the m iddle girl. The older

daughter always took on home respon­
sibilities better than I. The younger 
girl was pretty small. Since m y ab­
sence from  hom e caused no m ajor 
upheaval, M other decided to teach me 
to make jelly. She spent several days 
at the job  of teaching. I made jelly 
until I was very tired o f jelly . W hen 
I got to the place where I could make 
je lly  w hich w ould  pass the three tests, 
I was sent out to represent m y m oth­
er. Each time I set out for a new 
home, M other w ould say, “Rem em ber, 
Grace, you  must make perfect jelly. 
D on ’t miss one o f the tests. Y ou  must 
m ake je lly  as good as I make. Y ou  
must never, never let me dow n.”

So with that grave responsibility on 
my shoulders I showed the wom en 
how to m ake je lly  by  m aking it like 
m y mother made it.

South A frica n  D istrict

Nazarene preachers from  the four 
provinces of the U nion o f South Africa 
gathered at Vanderbijlpark (D r. R. 
T. W illiams M em orial) Church for the 
Fourth Preachers’ Conference.

V ery  appropriately, this conference 
was held during Easter w eek, w hich in 
South A frica  generally begins a time 
o f special preparation and prayer for 
the Pentecostal effusion fifty days 
later.

Tuesday opened the conference with 
a visit from  the m ayor o f V ander­
bijlpark accom panied by  the town 
councilors. He said afterwards to one 
of his colleagues that this was the best 
service he had attended, and that he 
thought us very  sincere.

This is the Church's answer to 
strife—holiness on the part of fifteen 
communities overriding the popular 
misconception that Africans and Eng­
lish cannot dwell together!

Before closing at midday on Thurs­
day the conference voted to send 
greetings to our general superinten­
dent, Dr. Hardy C. Powers, and to 
our brother in Lourenco Marques, 
Rev. Floyd Perkins, and wishes to be 
remembered to all the saints and faith­
ful ones who, together with us, serve 
Him who loved us and gave himself 
for us.

Ch a p la in  Albert S. M. Kirkland, 
now stationed at a field hospital 

in Korea, writes: “ I am happy with 
my assignment, as there is a real need. 
Many of the casualties that come to 
us are flown in by helicopter. I en­
deavor to be on hand as each arrives.

“The men are treated and eventu­
ally evacuated to a rear area hospital. 
They may be sent on within a few 
hours or kept here for a few days. 
A very small percentage remain for 
a longer period of time.

“My Korean tour of duty will prob­
ably be for eight months. It is nec­
essary for me to remain close by, but 
eventually I may be able to contact 
more of our Nazarene boys who may 
be with the division. I have met two 
thus far. They were in the church 
service at Headquarters where I at­
tended the morning of the second.

“The night before leaving the States 
to fly over here, I was in the Sunday 
evening service at First Church, San 
Francisco, California. Rev. Wilson 
Lanpher, the pastor, was most cordial 
and it was a real inspiration to be 
with him and his large and enthusi­
astic congregation.”

“About a week ago I received your 
very welcome letter telling me that 
I had been put on your mailing list. 
I was very glad to hear that and even 
more so when last night I received 
the first copy of the H erald of H o l i­
ne ss  that I have seen in the last nine 
months. I want to thank you very 
much for including me on your mail­
ing list.

“I have been in Korea for a little 
more than nine months now and have 
not had the privilege of any of our 
church papers except those of my 
home church. I am attached to a 
separate battalion of artillery that 
spent all the last year in support of 
Koreans, so I have not had the op­
portunity of getting all the papers and 
getting to attend all the services I 
would have been able to had we been 
in an American sector.
