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enlargement, or developmen:. It does not
mean the obtainment of an end, or object, ex-
cept insofar as growth itself is one of the ob-
jecls or ends of the gospel intended to be
achieved by the children of God.

A five-yvear-old child, if normal, will grow,
but this growth docs not necessarily imply
any physical or mental delect in the child
from which it is to grow. The rather, it im-
plics the opposite. or a normal state.  Scrious
defects, mental or physical, often cause ar-
rested development, which is but another
term for preventing arowth.

The s&nctified believer is the normal Chris-
tian, and has reached the only state in which
lie can grow and develop, because he has been
delivered from  his innate in11)cdinlcnls to
erowth. We claim that a state of constant
arowth is the normal state, and the divinely
intended current of the sanctified expericnce
and Hie. The sanctified must grow more and
more patient, more and more loving, more and
more forgiving, and possess and exhibit in
zreater and greater proportions all the other
graces and fruits which inhere in the experi-
cnee of sanctification. But in no sense or
dearee is this equivalent (o adopling, or look-
ing in the least toward, the illogical and un-
seriptural figment of sanctification by growth.

We have known people who were much op-
posed to. excitement in religion ancl could nol
endure anything like shouting, in religious
meetings, but whoe felt it in perfect good lorm
to yell themselves hoarse over the empty plat-
itudes uttered in a speech by some favorite
candidate for a political office. Let this can-
didate succeed in getting clected, and "this
same objector to emotion in religion, together
wilh numerous others of similar prejudices,
would annoy the town Ll past midnight with
torch procession, bonfires, and hideous noises
from horns, howling, and every other meang
of making a noise.

We (ind this gross human inconsistency -
lustrated by an exchange in the matter of the
money paid Billy Sunday in New York Jast
winter for a meeting he held there. The
paper says:

Last winter Lhe daily newspapers of New York
sct up a great howl about the costliness of the Billy
Sunday meetings, The month that Billy Sunday
spent in New York cost less than the Dempsey-
Brennan prize fight in Mudison Square Garden on
the cvening of {ecember 14th, The door regeipts at
this disgraceful affair were $209852. As far as we
have observed, the city press has made no charge of
wasteful extravagance. “How long, QO Lord, how
long!”

The prize fight referred to wns coarse,
bratalizing, and had no tendency svhatever
except to depravity. Yet, to pay these human
brutes for disgraceful performance of an hour
or two, four or five times as much as the
greatest cvangelist in the world received for
preaching three or four times a day, for two or
three months, for the moral uplift and the sai-

vation of one of the larpest .and wickedest
cilies in the world, received the silent approval
of the great New York dailies and countless
thousands of their deluded patrons and
leaders.

A S:gAD PLIGHT

OME of the old denominations are find-

ing (hemselves in a sad plight in the

scarcity of ministerial supply, of educa-
tional advantages, and in other respects.  Qur
eves have just fallen upen the statement made
in the official organ of onc of the larger
churches.  The paper was appealing to the
membership of the church in favor of a great
Christian cducation movement. This denom-
ination has some Iwo million membership. The-
editor stated in the article referred to, that
that denomination had 1,048 churches with-
out pastors, thut there was a great dearth of
adequately educated ministers, and that they
had scarcely 10 per cent of the missionaries
needed to properly man their fields, He also
stitted that theusamds of their own boys and
gitls were turned away from their church col-
lcgesf this year because there was no room for
them.

This is certainly a deplorable state and we
sincerely deplore it in a sister denomination.
It is best for all churches that every church
be fully supplied with pastors. The damaging
effects of a deficiency in pastoral supply in
one denomination reflects deleteriously upon
all others. The world is in too dire straits
for any. denomination ta be¢ inadequately
equipped in any respect.  Every denomina-
tion needs a 100 per cent equipment in every
conceivable respect.  Then we need to close
up our ranks, unite our forces, and move solid-
ly upon a world that lieth “in the wicked
one.”

The need of this lost world is a soul, the
recovery of a moral sense, and a consciousness
of God. Education alone’ will not do this,
even of the true Christian type; but true
Christian education can be made a uselul
handmaid in helping the Spirit-filled ministry
to deliver upon mankind’s heart in thunder
tones a [ull gospel of complete salvation from
the guilt and the in-being or pollutian of sin.
This inadgquacy in the supply of ministers is
a very serious matter, both {rom its positive
effects and its sad implications. The positive
effects are tragic in the matter of neglected
pastorates, unfed memberships, and unevan-
welized lhousands of people who constitute
the natural constituency of these unpastored
churches. These cffects are tragic to conten-
plate. The implications are just as sad.
First, the condition implies spiritual deadness
in the remaining churches. Tt implics also
defects in the gospel messages delivered—
that a whole gospel perhaps is not being
preached. Tt implies 2lso the possibility of
the death damp of higher criticism having af-
fected the belief of the remaining ministry.
We have the positive promise of God that
where we preach His true Word that that
Word shall not return unto Him void. We
have the promise of Christ that if we lift Him

up by a Lrue gospel proclamation, that He wilj
draw ail men unto Him.

Let our own Church of the Nazarene take
warning that we depart not one jot ot tittle
from o [ull-orbed gospel-evangel in our
preaching. Let us preach and possess the ful.
ness of the pentecostal bantism, and from
hearts on fire with the indwelling of this
divine blesser pour forth an avalanche wi
saving truth upon lost men and women con-
tinwously, I we remain steadfast and trye
in these respects we way rest assured that
God will bless us and fulfill every promise He
has made in the premises.

Since writing the above our eyes bhave iilen
on the following news dispatch from New
York in a daily paper:

Immedinte work of churches is hampered. Con.
gregationalists are without spiritual Jeaders.  Within
the week appeals have been issued by leaders in the
Mcthodist, the Congremational, the Diseiples. the
Baptist, the LEpiscopal, and one of the two larue
Reformed Communions setting forth’ facts and call-
inz loudly for action,

What is typical of Congregationalists is reporiwt
aof almast all, in =0 far us colleges go. Oberlin Unie
versity has_for yrars been a source of supply. Thix
past June nat one member of the graduating class
enteredd the ministry of any church by going to ke
seminary 1o study. At Yale, Princeton, and Chicaze
respectively, recruiting centers for Congregational.
Presbyterian, and Baptist candidates, the decline
runs from 20 1o 42 per cent. At Wesleyan Univer-
sity, and at the Ohie and other Wesleyan universi
tics, where Methodist reeruits gather, conditons that
bave been zoing down sieadily for ten years show mn
improvement,

In the Episcopal church younz men announcing
u purpose to enler its ministry are cplled “postulants”
In 1916 the number of postulants was 692, Today it
is 302, exactly 300 fewer. In five ol he larget
theolozical seminaries of this chucch are taday 131
fewer stucents than there were three years ago, In
the Preshylerian church (North) in 1R135 Lhere were
230 new minislers ordained.  Last year the numiwr
wias 169, or @ fewer.  Melhadists and Disciples sw-
fer in this compatizan less, it is known, than some
others, but with them there is no grewth in numbers
of ministers comparable to that in members ai
chutches themselves,

LAW ASSAULTED ON ALL SIDES

Law and order have never been more fierce-
v assailed than at present. These cnemies
o law are not alome among foreigners, but
hordes of them are homeborn. There seems
o be a determined, concerted effort to break
down law. The Herald and Presbyter says
on this point:

Tise crime wave which has been sweeping over the
country during the fall and winter seems to be a gen-
cral conspiracy against !aw and order and the public
welfate. 1L is not confined 1o any localily nor to any

class of criminaks, nor is the assault on any parlicular
ople or form of properly. A gencral spirit of law-
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troubles are so much less than others’, that
we have more cause for praise than for grief.
The following incident in Dr. Talmage's life
illustrates this point:

Dr. Talmage, he <elebmted Broeklyn ¢lergyman,
was riding one day in a railread coach, soon after
the deceasc of a favorite son. His gricf was constant
and acute and be could not feel that any one had
ever suffered as he was doing.

In a seat near bim sat a gentleman whoe, he
thought, postessed one of the most cheerful face:
he had cver scen. “How happy that man is, com-
pated to me!™ he thought, “I wilt et inte coaver-
sation with him. Perhaps he may conso’'c me, or

The liquer business
i always, essentully, and at heart, a ecriminal busi-
nes. and now when brought 1o bay, it scems deter-
minvd to have vengeance., It is cngaged in a gen-
crel conspiracy Lo break down the law, as shown hy
the illicit manufacture and bootlegging sale of liquor.
Wilness alse the constant misrepresentations through
the newspapers, as to the evils wroughl by prehibi-
tion and (he need far liquor. Witness the opposition
to the enforcemenl of law, and the many proposi-
tions andl efforts to have the law changed or nulli-
fied. Witness the demands for the sale of liquer on
Amcrican vessels and 1he oulragcous misrepresenta-
tions as 1o the evil results of not having it for sale
on them, Witoess the defiant, and the underhand
tllorts made to break down the prohibitory law and
its enforcement.

This ¢ry against “blue laws,” the oreanization of a
"Xastional Anti-Blue Law League” means simply an
atempt (o break all restrictive law aeainst every
form of crime and dissipation. The liquor forces
are hack of i and Satan is back of it all.

L=t all good citizens stand for law and order.
Gol's commandments are not grievous. Our state
and natignal laws are not “bluc” They are “red,
uhite, and blue,” und loyalty demands that they
hifl be respected and obeyed.

FHE SNARE OF POPULARITY

Onc'i‘g{ the niost insinuative and deceptive
of all eams to preachers and churches, is
that of -popularity, The church or preacher
makes a fatal mistake when poputarity is
made the goal of ambition. Wirria J. Mavs
says in the Christian Advocaic (New York):

What is the standard by which a church's success
must be judeed?  \What is the measure of her real
influence in the world? Js not much of our fear of
failure due (o the facl that we have, consciously ar
olherwise, adopted populatity as our standard of suc-
cess, and looked upon it as the sole mrasure of a
church’s influcnce?

Is nal such & standard of judgment cntirely mis-
leading? By the very heizht of her ideals, and the
nature of the causes for which she stands, is it pas-
sibie for the Church ol Christ ever to be popular?
She bids men forzake their present attainments and
reach out to things ahcad. She calls men 1o forsake
the ranks of those who only mareh along the world's
highways with banners waving, and join the ranks
of those who loil to gather out the stones. . She
urges men to forsake seeking their own treasure, and
their own well-Being, and seek the fest, encourase
the failures, and help the burdened. The Church
stands for progress, and reform, and sacrifice.  Since
when have these been popular things?  She marches
ahead of the world, ahead cven of those who lead
the world's vanguard, deeluring that £he has deeper
knowlcdize of truth, clearer vision of the ideal. Tt is
ncver a popular thing to lay claim to greater knowl-
cdge and clearer yision,

The world fias never been in love with its prophets.
What scrvant of Jehovah has not been despised and
rejected of men? What herald of the new kingdom
has nal licen as onc crying in the wilderness, with
few to heed and fewer lo follow? When the young
Isaiak responded to Lhe cait of Gad, he was sent out
lo certain failure. “Make the heart ol this people
fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their cyes.”
When in his later years Wesley found himsell wel-

comed by the people, he cried in amaze, “What i
this? Has the offense of the cross ceased?” and
<erigusly cxamined himsell whether he was still fzith-
ful in preaching the gospel.  When the very Wis-
dom and Word of God became incarnate, Uie world
Fave Him poverty, persccution, and a cress.  Unpop-
ularity rz2ther than popularity would scem to be the
hall-mark of truc success. Was not this why Jesus
<olemply warned His discipies, “Woe unto you when
all men speak well of you”?

HOW TO MEASURE TIHE SIZE OF 4 CIIURCH

The Clristian Hcrald gives a good word on
this subject fron: Rev. H. P. Hoskixs as fol-
lows: -

feet and inches, nor in number af members, nor by
muoncy ricued, but in e helght of her ideals, the
leneth of her service. and the brewdth of her com-
passion,  Where outsile of the Church is there Lo
bu founst any orzanization of men attempling or pro-
fessing to establish a platform of spiritual qualinica-
ticns cssentinl to membership?

There are, ta be suce, organizations hiere ami there.
which camouflage under the name of "chutch,” into
which the world may come without confession of
any sort of faith. These are purcly human orzani-
zations, colorless, creeedless, characterdess, crossless,
Christless, where \he conseience is nol disturhed by
such matters as sin, salvation, or sacrifice, and inte
some af them the world has to step down to get
over the doorstep.  The world loves to gravitate, and
if you will find mec a religious leader whe is wiiline
to lower moral and spiritual slandards, T will finil
you a thousund who will follow him. Statitics do
nol tell the whele story.

POWER MORE NEEDED THAN MACHINERY

No amount of machinery can substitute the
need of power in church work., The diversity
or newness of machinery will render it none
the less uscless, unless the divine power is
secured with which to run the machinery.
The Presbyterian Record says:

Church machinery has its place, but ¢hurch ma-
chinery is not church powcer; and there is uzually a
tendeney on the part of indiciduals to gaze in rapt
wonder at somc new picce of church machinery,
and expect it Lo bring spiritval revival and progress.

Financial campaigns may be promoted by ma-
chinery and physical energy, not so the spiritui) Iife.
The spiritual life and progress of a church is simply
the sum total of the spiritual life and prozecss in
the individual units of that cliureh; while this indi-
vidual prozress, in its turn, depends upon the meas-
ure in which the individual keeps in louch with the
source of all spiritual life,, by feflowship with Jesus
Chvrist, in His Word and in prayer,

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III. “This One Thing I Do”

AITH works by love.” “All things are
Fpossib]e to him that believeth.” Under

the gospel faith fruits in love, “Love
never faileth.” For lack of these there is &
general breaking down of the family altat to-
day. But had it not been for the family aljar,
the home training, the world would never have
heard of John Wesley, David Livingstone, and
John Paton. Now we arc too much in a
hurry.  Doubtless there is too much over-
indulgence in reining up sons and daughters
to the truth, Not all sons and daughters are
going the way their godly fathers and mothers
went.

But it is 21l because, in running this race

for life and glory, not all can say, “This one
thing I do.,” “Where there is a will there is a
way,” and love always finds a way. I discov-
ered early I was created for this: to receive
truth, to walk in the truth, to breathe the
atmosphere of the truth, to set the L.ord al-
ways before me, so that whatever 1 did,
whether I ate or drank I would do all to the
glory of God. I had to do this because I was
not an animal, but “made a little lower than
God.” Because I must become a saint orfa
devil. T had then a conscience to settle with
in the light of God’s Word.
. 1 then discovered that love was a wonderful
thing: no force like it.” “God is love.” I had
ther to sacrifice self for love, or sacrifice
Christ and the truth for love of self. There
was no chaice between the two. To win God
in Christ self had to go. Then continually I
had to say, and it be true as to my spirit and
purpose, “This one thing I do.”

But when self was slain the great batile
was ended. I had to die to so many things,
and the struggle was severe to die to all earth-
ly plans, ambitions, to all my friends would
think and say, to take the poorest and leave
the best, that Christ might be all in all.

I had to do this to be in the race to run to
win, But as T think of it now, what He is to
me, as 1 did not konow Him then, I am
ashamed that T ever had a struggle to let self
go, and have Christ enthroned in its place.
But T had such a conviction of the truth, of
my responsibility to receive Christ, that it
could be no more a profession with me with-
out hypocrisy'.

It came to this issue with me, as it must
with all, where God said, “It is my will or
vours.” Then if it was not God’s will with
me, henceforth 1 could pray no more. Then
it would be mockery for me to go on saying
prayers, and not obey God as the one thing.
I had to meet this as before God: and it was
this, or damnation,

i had to say with Paul, and not lie to God,
“Yhat things were gain to me, those ¥ counted
loss for Christ. Yea doubtless, and I count all
things but loss for the excellency of the knowl-
edge of Christ Jesus my Lord: for whom I
have suffered the loss of all things, and do
count them but refuse that 1 may win Christ.”

I bad to face this as every true believer does
who comes to have his faith perfected, and
have the righteousness which is of God by
faith. Until he comes to this point he can not
say, “This one thing I do.” Then advance-
ment ceases.

The apostle telis us how he ran this race
to reach the goal in order to receive the prize.
He says, “Forgetting those things which are
behind and reaching forth unto those things
which are before, 1 press toward the mark for

the prize of the high calling of God in Christ
Jesus.” And then, as to his spirit and pur-
pose, he says, “This one thing I do.”! And he
urges all to walk by the same rule and mind
the sume thing.

Then it can not bé that one in this way of
Jife can have true faith, understand who
Christ is, what is at stake, and be accepiable
to God, who does not come to have his faith,
love, and purpose so perfected that he can say
in truth as the rule of his heart, the passion of
his life, and the burning desire of his soul,
“This one thing I do.”

It is an infinite mistake to suppose that one
can be accepted as a racer for the heavenly
prize who is less interested and less in earnest
than the athletes of this world who are in the
Qlympian games, and who are running for an
earthly prize.

Then no one will be in this race who does
not sirip, parting with all that would impede
his progress, or hinder him from being at his
best, and doing his best to win cternal life
and glory. Running this race, no believer
can say, “This one thing I do,” until he has
made the supreme sacrifice of that which
stands in his way.

It is a crime jor any preacher to stand in
the pulpit, and let down this standard, and
give any one the idea that he does not have to
make this supreme sacrifice, to in his spirit
suffer the loss off all things, that he may win
Christ and eternal glory.

But that many are doing this there can b,
no doubt. If the words of Jesus were under.
stood, if no one took the benefit of the daupy
to himself, he would obey the command of
Christ as the most reasonable thing in all the
world, “Seek ye first the kingdom of God anq
his righteousness.” Then all legitimate thing;
would be added. And, because of the quey,
it is to be first, and always first; otherwis
it is not the one all important thing,

For the believer not to do this, is to make
Christ and the interests at stake secondary,
Any candid person knows that can not be:
God and the truth are not then first.

It is for this reason that it is \wrilten,
“YWithout holiness no man shall see the Lord "
Nothing was expected of Paul that is not cx-
pected of all under the gospel. After slating
the most reasonable conditlions, Jesus said,
“So likewise, whosocver he be of you that far.
saketh not all that he hath, he can not be my
disciple,” The one who meets this condilion
says, “This one thing I do”

In view then of who Christ is and what the
truth means to moral beings, and what is at
stake, every thinking man, if he admits the
Word of God is true and truth, must say this
is absolutely reasonable. Then God pily many
in the pulpit and the people to whom they
minister!  They be “blind leaders of the
blind.”

In the light of present conditions, the truth,
““ag the truth is jn Jesus,” is it a wonder that
Jesus said He will say to many in that last
day who profess to be His disciples, “I never
knew you?” It is not the Word of God only,
but most reasonable that no man may hope
to enter the kingdom of life and glery who
does not come to where he can say of
his spirit, bearing, and life, *“This one thing
1do.”

“Q thou man of God, there i3 death in the pol”
(2 Kings 4: 40).
N time of a dearth Elisha came to Gilgal;
I perhaps a dearth similar to that men-
tioned in 2 Kings 4:38, 39, “And the sons
of the prophets were sitting before him [Eli-
sha] and one went out into the
field to gather herbs, and found a wild vine,
and gathered thereof wild gourds his lap full,
and came and shred them into the pot of pot-
tage; for they knew them not,” These gourds
or wild cucumbers were gathered off a plant
like a wild vine, “the only food to be had”;
and the effect in eating was such that it
caused one to exclaim, “O thou man of God,
there is death in the pot.” The man of God,
Elisha, counteracted the effect, or evil by
casting in some meal. Teday the world is
cursed with institutions offering the doctrines
of men which contain deadly poison that
should be shunned as one would shun a poison
reptile, They resemble the real; but in real-
ity are only imitations; and will surely pro-
duce death if embraced. Some “poison pots”
sailing under the name of religion are: Spirit-
ism, so-called Christian Science which is
neither Christian nor science, Russellism, and
many other fake religions which might be
mentioned. Of these we exclaim with the

man of old, “There is death in the pot!” The
only remedy with which these poisonous doc-
trines may be counteracted today is the
blood and nothing but the blood—the blood
of Jesus. But there are other pots of sin that
we shall now call the attention of the
reader to.

The following pots of sin are not only de-
structive to the human body, but worse still,
they destroy the souls of men, The duty of
the true servant of God is to point out these
“pots of sin” or deadly poison, and if pos
sible remove them. )

1. The Pot of Laziness: In the early part
of the ministry of Jesus Christ He said: “I
must work the work of him that sent me,
while it is called today, for the night cometh
when no man can work.” I must say here
that God has no place in His vineyard for
drones and sluggards. If a lazy man should
be saved he can not and will not remain Jazy,
for laziness and salvation can not mix. “Go
to the ant, thou sluggard,” for she provides
her meat in the summer, and stores away her
food in harvest. The ant, so small and secnt-
ingly an insignificant being, brings to us a les-
son of prudence, industry, and foresight. An
idlesome human is a curse to any neighbor-
hood, and “it is of ne more use to give advice



to the idle than to pour water into a sieve”;
and there is no hope of improving them—
wone might as well try to fatten a greyhound.”
The idter, time-killer, is nat only a curse tu
nimself, but be is a source of annoyance to
others. Idleness is the nest cgg for breeding
and hatching out oll kinds of crime.

2. The Pol of Gold. The Master said,
~The love of money is the root of all evil.”
These are days when men’s cars are not deaf-
eneel to the jingle of tainted money, Men in
iheir greed for money have sacrificed honesty
amil integrity upon the altar of lust. In their
mad rush for the dollar they have fargotten
mercy and pity. *“And the cares of this world,
and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts
ol other things entering in, choked the word,
and it became unfruitful” (Mark 4:19). The
peor are oppressed and in spite of suffering
the grafter, or profiteer can lie down at night
and his conscince never seem to disturb him.
“Do rot the rich men appress you?"” (James
2:6). The glittering pots of gold appealed to
Benedict Arnold and he lost sight of the
sruggling  colonies and liberty, freedom,
tonor, and all that was sacred and righteous,
and gave up to the lust of the pot of gold, In
political contests men sell their votes for 2
mere song, a bottle of liquor or a bowl of pot-
tage; they. sell out as Esau did—for a trifle.
In these days of sin and lust some beautiful
women have stood in the dazzling light of gold
and diamonds, they forget their priceless
jewel of virtue and yield to the pot of gold,
and sell all that is dear to womanhood—their
most.<harming possessions of humility, mod-
esty, and purity go for the almighty dollar.
There are but few, if any, who have not felt
the oid slimy Serpent alluring them to the pot
of gold.

The blessed Master said, “Lay not up for
yourselves treasures on earth,” but He ad-
monishes us to place them in the vaults of the
skies, and by so doing we are laying up
treasures where thieves do not break through
nor steal, and where the moth can not cor-
rupt. This is an age when we are placing too
muck emphasis on gold. Men are loving
money with all of their soul, mind, and
strength, and are oppressing their feliow-men,
At the risk of getting money they are destroy-
ing their souls: manhood and womanhood are
being discounted and debauched for this dead-
ly pot. “But they that will be rich fall into
lemptation and a snare, and into many fool-
ish and hurtful {usts, which drown men in
destruction and perdition” (1 Tim. 6:9).

3..Tue Por or Lust. The animal that is
in man is playing, and has always played, a
large part in his destiny. There is man with
his appetites, passions, impulse, revelry, and
sin who must walk the streets of our towns
and great cities and constantly gaze upon
women clothed indecently. Modesty, woman.
Iiness, and purity are words that need careful
allention today. A suggestive cuslom may
lead to Just and crime, and lust and crime
lead to disgrace, Upon the walls of drug
Stores, soda founts, in cold drink stands, and
barber shops, and even sometimes in the
homes of professed Christians are seen pic-
lures of nudity; they are lewd, sensual, devil-
ish, and disgusting. They suggest impure
things and cause men to look upon women
with impure thoughts, Some one has asked
the question: “And the scarlet woman whose
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weary, sinful feet press the strects of our
great crowded cities? ~ Do they not call to a
God of pity to arise in His power and banish
lust?”

Recenly in a Rhode Island town I went

in the barber chair I saw upon the wall of the
shop a perfect picture of a nude woman, Tt
had Leen clipped from some large daily paper,
framed and hanged in a noticeable place in
the shop. What clean-minded boy could go
there and look upon such pictures and go

HRISTIAN service may be classed

under two hcadS' (1) That rendered

“in His name”; (2) “For His sake.”

Some reader asks, W hercm lies the differ-
ence? This we propose in brief to discuss,

In the first place, What Js service in His
name? Ju is service rendered in what that
name stands for: the spirit and nature of the
Lord Jesus Christ. Is such possible?’ Yes,
“According as his divine power hath given
uito us all things that perlain unto life and
godliness [God-like-ness], through the knowl-
edge of him that hath called us to glory and
virtue. Whereby are given unto us exceed-
ing greal and precious promises: that by these
yve might be partakers of the divine nature,
havinz escaped the corruption that is in the
world through lust” (2 Pet. 1:3, 4).

1n its essence sich service is love; in exe-
cution, unction: .

What, then, is service “for IHis sake?’' It
is the outcome of centuries of Christian in-
fluence. Tt is seen i our legislution; our life,
public and private: our humane institutions
of all kinds 1o meet the need of youth, age,
adversity, affliction.  Such service stands on
an exalted ple, and is far ahead of any
beneficont service rendered, if rendered at all,
by heathen peoples,

Thken. too, we have religious activities that
would never have found expression but “for
s sake!™  But all such service may signally
fuil in heing readered v His aame”  The
crucial test of my service and yours, Chris-
tian reader, is whether it proceeds from the
constriiving Jove of Christ. or from love of
service for its own sake—its opportunities for
self-expression, reward, honor.

How much we carimack “‘in Ilis name” or
“fer iz sake™ that does not hear the impress
of the divine!

David seorned ta offer to the Lord of that
which cost him nothing (2 Sam. 24:24), yet
how ready we ure to acceplt return for our so-
catlerl “offerings™ In praise, in kind, in recog-
nition.  We throw out some of the accumu-
lations of our lumber room or wardrobe, or
from the garden its Jatl blooms, or the fruit
without market vaiue. or the crumbs from
our feast. We may say to the guest at our
tuble. “Eat and drink” and there be no
“heart” in the invilation, though prolessing
to receive him “in His name,” or the spirit
and mawier of our “hospitality,” or benefi-
cent work generally, be far removed from
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what “becometh saints,” and Him we pro-
fess to love and serve in His people.

And then with what callous indifference
we leave our home and foreign missionaries
1o bear burdens we would not,touch with the
tips of our own fingers! Asnd yet how care-
ful we are to procure for our own comfort or
success the Iatest of scientific equipment.
Alas! that so often anything should be con-
sidered good enough for the Lord, and for
His people.

How oflen the reception we give others,
including Lo our shame our fellow-believers,
is determined by their social or other stand-
ing! How little we know of “Receiving one
another, as Christ also received us to the
glory of God””! (Rom. 13:7, Houw little love
we manifest toward those united to us by
the closest of bonds because united to Christ!

FFor our works and service to be acceptable
to Gol we ourselves must be in right rela-
tionship to Him, “reconciled to Him throuzh
the blood of the cross” (Col. 1:20), and
united to our fellow-believers in and for Him,
“As we have therefore opportunity, let us do
mood unto all men, especially unto them that
are of the houschold of faith” (Gal. 6:10).
“They that are in the flesh cannot please
God” {Rom. 8:8).

That service is not necessarity great, or
have anything in it of the spectacular, is seen
in its commendalion and reward by our Lord
in the giving of even a cup of cold water, in
the nume of & disciple (Matt. 10:42), and
service rendered “to the least” of His, as
surely as to His own brethren, uccording to
the flesh, “Inasmuch as ye have done it . . |
ye have done it unto me” (Matt. 25:40) .-

Certain there were who called over some
afilicted ones the name of the Lord Jesus,
only to bring summary judmnent on them-
sclves for their unwiarranted use of that Name
{Acts 19:13-16).  And some there arc who
will plead in (he day of their rejection, and
their number will be *many,” their \\onder—
ful and beneficent works, professedly accom-
plished “in His nane,” in plice of the blowl
which alane can make atonement for the soul,
and In the ears of such the deathknell will
sound, “T never Knew you: depart from me,
ve that work iniguity” (Qfatt, 7:22, 23).

And, even as God's children, with what
zreat shamie and sorrow shall we sce so much
of our own life’s output go up in smoke as
“hay, wood. stubble.”

Shall you and T, reader, submit to the
jwlgment in time, and “take forth the pre-
cious from the vile,” and “be as his mouth”
(Jer. 15:19)?  Shall our works be in very
deeds “for His sake” and “in His name,”
“deeds’ wrought in God (John 3:21), and
for His glory alone, works that rise on and
from the one foundation—Jesus Christ our
Lord—*gold, silver, precious stores,” and so
receive a “full reward” in that day when

Why Men Oppose Holiness

OLINESS is God’s standard for the

Christian life. Therefore, why dg

men oppose holiness and choose thy
which is very opposite? '

First, because they love sin and arc nyt
willing to give it up and turn from it. When
i man is done with sin he wants holiness,
‘I'here is nothing elsc to want. ITe who deys
not lLelieve in holiness surely does believe iy
sin. The'moral condition of peaple gives colo
to the eye. “Unto the pure all things are
pure; but unto them that are defiled and un.
believing is nothing pure; but even Lheir mind
and conscience is defiled.” A man with 2 puge
heart can see purity everywhere, while a man
with sin in his heart can see purity nowhers,
An honest man acts in his business as it all
ather men were as he is.  Our likes and -
likes are controlled largely by the things we
long for and desire; and our desires arc de.
termined by the condition or nature ruling
within. It is natural for a turkey buzzard 1o
alight upon a dead carcass, because such is il
nature and desire. A hummingbivd will jus
as raturally alight in a Rower garden, for tha
is its nature and desire. Therefore, when
nerson opposes holiness it is because he loves
sin, and is not yet willing to part with it.

Second, men oppose holiness because of
their ianorance concerning the Seriptures and
power of God. Jesus said unto the Pharisees.
“Ye do err, not kunowing the scriptures, nor
the power of Goid.”  Any person opposing the
dactrine and experience of holiness does one
of two things: either he publishes his itro-
rasrce or his fnfidelity concerning the Bihle.

The terms “holy” and “holiness” occur
mare than six hundred times in the Bible, and
are frequently applied to human characier
under the operation of grace. 1f Jesus ¢
save a man from any sin, He can save him
from all sin. The Bible says emphaiically
that for this very reason He came into
world, “And she shall Lring forth 2 son. and
thou shalt call his name Jesus: for he <hall
suve s peopte (rom their sins” (Mate 1:21).
“IFor this purpose was the Son of God nuai-
fested, that he might destroy the works of
the devil?” Haliness is so seriptural, reasim-
able, #nd logical that no one can antago:i
it without first mis-stating and misreprs,
ing the matter.

Bishop Foster said, “Tt breathes in the
prophecy, thuaders in the law, murmurs in
the narrative, whispers in the promises, =1
licates in the prayers. resounds in the soi s
sparkles in the poetry, shines in the types
"[0\\5 in the imagery, and burns in the spirit
of the whole scheme, fron its alpha to its e
aa---its beginning to its end, oliness, holi
ness neededd, holiness required, holiness ni-
fered, holiness. attainable, holiness a presei
duty, a present privilege, a present enjoyment.
is the progress and completeness of its won-
drous theme.”

Third, men vppose holiness because carmal:
ity is in their hearts., This carnal mind i3
termecl “the old man,” “the besetting sin.’
Sin has a wwofold meaning and a twofold re-
sult” Carnality, or original sin is a principle.
while actual sins are the outcroppings of that
principle.  Actual sins are the sins that we
are held personally responsible for, But we
can not be forgiven for a thing which we never




committed. Therefore, we can not be for-
given for carnality in our heart. According to
the Bible, God’s plan for the twofold nature
of gjn is: forgiveness for our actual sins, and
cleansing for original sin,

He who does not want heliness wants “un-
holiness,” or sin, no matter what his profes-
sion or pretensions may be. All men realize
the fact that holiness is necessary for entering
heaven—and so, theoretically, all men desire
holiness at the end of life; but to desire holi-
ness only at death is not (o desire it at all,

1f there is a real desire for holiness. it must
be in the present tense.

How a person can love God,\who is the
essence and embodiment of holiness, and vet
be an opposer of holiness, is indeed a mys-
tery.  Or, how a person can believe God is
holy. and not desire to be like Him, is diffi-
cult to understand.  “Every one that hath
this hope in him purifieth himsclf, even as
he is pure™ (1 John 3:3).

‘The normal heart cry of the converted per-
son is o become more like the One who con-
verted him. 1 verily believe if the per-
son whom God has truly converted will walk
ohediently in (he light, it will only be a matter
oi a short time until such a one will be entirely
sanctified. No person that is really converted
wil] fight against something that they know
pothing about, They may net fully under-
stand the doctrine of holiness, but will be
very carefu! what they siy about it, {or fear
that they might Le fighting against God.

Holiness means a heart cleansed from all
sin. and filled with pure love, so that we love
God with all the heart. and our neighbors as
ourseives.  There is surely no objection to
such an experience as this. A holy God in-
spired holy men by the Holy Ghost te write
i Haly Bible (o 2l us that a holy Christ died
w make us holy, in order to enter a holy
Beaven snd associte with holy angels and
dwell with a holy God.

Thuese two
lessnas are conducive and necessary to spiritual tri-
umph,

I. Prysical SCUDORDINATION
Most failurcs, weaknesses, and shortcomings are
dur to the fmilty of the flesh, and it is only as the
spiritual triumphs over the physical thal thess may
be overcome, Paul was conscious of (his necessity ;
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hence he says, “I keep under my bady, and bring
it-ntosubjection: lest that Dy any means . . .
i myself should be a caslaway” (r Ceor, g:27). The
verses just before make us 1o know that Paul here
is nol speaking of penance, as some might>suppose,
but of temperance. He Kept the physicql always
in subjcction to the spiritual.

The spiritual man must triumph; and in order to
do this, 2 life of devalion and prayer is necessary.
Occasional victories may attend one's life without
the deepest of devotion, hut he who would wilness
conslant Lriumph, will find it necessary at times
Io concentrate unbrokenly in praver. At such (ines,
to pause for slecping, rating, ar conversing would
mean inevitable defeat.

Tt was slecping, on this occasion, Lhat hindered
the diseiples.  Sleeping is necessary to physical pro-
lection; but 3t is well to bear In mind that such
protection is not legitimate at the expense and haz-
ard of aur souls, or the souls of others. IL is well
to have regular hiours for slecping, but these should
Le always repulated lo the occasion. Some say, “I
musl be in bed at o o'clock.” If they chanrce to be
at service at that hour, even if it is at the climac-
teric moment, they ground their spiritual weapons,
and retreat—for bed!  The gospel net can be
broken, my neighbors and children can go unsaved,
the altar service remain unfinished, bul “I must be
in hed at nine”! A great many victories in (he
moraing walkch, or al (he churck altar have been
foilcd by desire 10 sleep.

Fet'ze mast sometimes bte neglected if we would
alwavs triumph.  We must concentrate our minds
in prayer, which may not be done if we break in
for cating. But some must have their “threec meals
per fday™ cven al the exoense of their Ribles or their
prover. I wonder if they follow equally as rivid
rules for feeding their souls as they do their bodies?

II. Tnre InrorTaxcR oF WaTCHING

Watching is an essentlal clement in praver, The
Iwn commaods, “satch’ and “prav.” are com-
pounled in many instances. and truly must zo
torether.

We shoudd be very watchful of our hearts, for the
mon whe suflers inward defent can not hone to
ennouer oleowhere,  Merely 10 be arthadax in theory
and definite in testimony 1s nnt suflicient. Onc may
Irarn [from otbers how to testify richtly. and be
totnlly void of Lhe experience ta which he hears
witness.  “Keep thy fear? with all dilizence,” was
Solamon's incfruction, “for eut of it are the i-sues
of e TIf we waould more dilivently watch aur
hearts, we would not have Lo give ¢o wmuch dili-
ener to aur wards, muznners, and rood name,

FFellowine the wards of onr test, Jesus told Lhe
disciples to watch ., Ihat ve enler nnt inta
femptation.”

Wo
shoukd fear temntation, knowing that athers stroncer
than we have fallen before our cves. Tt hag pained
us alten to sce men who have been soved from drink
fake delicht in Jookineg uvan it.  That is playing
with fire!

Dear Young People;

AST* week we learned somcthing of the

pou-ers/fs‘hich the great mechanizal Engi-

neer gave to Lhat picce of His work which
we call the hand. This week we want to con-
sider “itsramework, how il is put together, and
covered,

For the hand has a framework, just as a house,
or a ship, or an acroplane hasp A friend of ours
is building a house near us. A short lime ago,
only the framework was up. It looked like the
skeleton of a house; in fact, that is what it was.
But it enabled us to see the size of the building.
its shape, the autline of the roof, and the ar-
rangement of the rooms.

The framework is now ent’rely covercd over.
with clapboards and roofing on the outside, and
plastering on the inside. But it is' still thers,
supporting and helding these materials, as well
as the clectric wires, and watcr, steam, and gas
pipes.

In the same way the framework of the kand
determincs its thape, and supports the muscles,
sinews, flesh, and covering of skin, and also the
clectric wires {or netves), and the pipes (we <call
them veins}, which carry heat and fluid.

Stretch your hand out, palm down, and scp-
arate the fingers, holding them as straight and
sliff as you can. Then wilh the fingers of the
alther hand, trace the framework, Eeginning at
the wrist and running out 1o the thumb tip and
to cach finger end. If you didn't know better,
you would be likely to think that it was made of
five lang, salid pieces of bone, wouldn't you? And
suppose that werc the case. Would it make much
difference? ’

“Qh, yes," you answer, “it would make a very
great” difference; for then I c¢ouldn’t bend my
fingers, or curve my hand, or hold anything in
my grasp.”

Yes, there wouldn't be any such thing as the
grasp of the hand with f{ive long straight bones
iike that.

The Haond Aust Have Freedom of
Motion

You can sec then that if the hand is to do its
waork, it is very necessary. Lhat the framework
should be so constructed as to give a great deal
of molion.

And that is just what the master Builder did;
for instead of five long bones, He built it of nine-
teen short scclions of bone, fastencd {ogether by
a set of very remarkably designed hinge joints.
The ends of the bone sections fit into onc an-
other very closely; and the hinge joints, though
small, arc exceedingly slrong and very supple.
So that we may straighten or stiffen the hand or
any of Lhe fingers, using them as if they were
made of unbroken lengths of hone. Or we can
bend ony or all of the hinge joints, and Lhus {old
the hand into as many sections as we may need,

Stretch out your hand again, holding it in an
casy, slightly curved position this time. With
the aid of your other hand, you wil be able to
lacate all the nincteen bones of the framewaork,
and tell bow Lhey are arranged.

Starling at the wrist, we find a row of five
bones, four forming the body of the hand, the
fifth onc branching off to one side to form thz
lower part of the thumb. Then comes a second
row of five boncs, which makes the first joint of
the fingers and the second joint of Lthe thumb. A
Lthird row of five hones gives a second joint to
cach finger, and Lhe last onc to lhe thumb. A
faurth row of faur small pointed bones completes
the fingers.

You can sce then that the hand I+ really an
absolutely perfect piece of jointed work, a very
imporignt thing in enabling it te be what it is —
the useful servant of the rest of the body.

We should nolice alzo that this sysiem of
jointed lencths extends throughout the wholz
jength of the arm. For the arm is divided into
sections with hinges at the wrict, cibow and
shoulder, o 1hat it too can be bent, and curved,
and folded back on itsell.

Mechanism of the Hand

The ffand AMust Have Strength

But motion would not benefit the hand very
much, unless strength was combincd with it
And Lo give the necded strength, the great En-
gineer has overlaid Lhe framework with set alter
set of muscles and tendons of the most superior
quality. Some of lhem spread out fan shaped;
and some run up and down icngthwise the kand
and lingers; while others go thyouph little Foles
made for them, like a rope gors Lhrough = puliey.
And on lop of all these, two sets of long, slender
muscles areeJaced back and forth, and around and
around cach finger and the thumb, crossing cach
other, exactly like your shae laces do! Besides
this, there is a special muscle for the index finger;
and an extra sct forms the ball of the thumb,
which fmakes it possible for you to move that
member in almest any direction, Try it and sec
what you can do with your thumb; and remem-
ber that these extra muscles are al work while you
are moviag it.

Now grasp something in your hand, a lead
pencil for instance. Lock the fingers around it
tightly, pressing with ail your might. Get some
ane to take hold of one end of the pencil,and try
to pull it from you. It will not be an easy job,
even if yours is the hand of a little child. This
gives us some idea of the strength of the hand
muscles. As we use them they become stronger.
And they can also be trained {o make gquickly
and skillfully, any movement which is needed for
the work we are doing, whether it is threading a
needle, or milking a cow, or playing a piano,
or using a typewriter, or operating the machinery
in some big factory.

I think we have found out by this time that the
hand is a picce of the most beautiful and prac-
tical mechanical work, haven't we? And yel
il it had been carclessly joined on to the arm,
much of its ability would have been lost.

Of course, the great Engineer did not make a
mistake like that. Everything He makes, whither
little or big, shows Lhe same carcful thought, the
same divine wisdom and skill in its plan and
construction. We are not surprised, then, to
learn that the hand is fastened to the arm by a
most wonderful hinge, which we call the wrist,
and some time before very long, we will have a
little talk together about this very wonderful and
inleresting hinge.

the manner of communication may have
chanzed somewhat, yet the communication itself is
something to which every Spirit-born soul can joy-
jully testify. Every one sorry for sin, and sighing
and crving for deliverance, and bungering  and
(hirsting for rightcousness, will soon find out, as ditd
the Israclites, that “Gad doth talk with man.”

God has most commonly' and most poweriully
spoken Lo me th rough the words of Scripture, Some
of them stand out in my mental and spiritual vision
like michty mountain peaks, rising from a vasl, ex-
eaded plain.  The Spirit' that moved “holy men of
old” to wrile the words ol Lthe Biblc has moved me
o uncerstand them, by leading me along the lines
of spiriteal experience ficst tredden by these men.

certainly as altogether satisfactory and absolute as
that wrought in my inicllect by a2 mathematical dem-
anstration.

The {irst words which )| now remember coming to
me with this irresistible divine force, came when I
was sccking Lhe blessing of a clean heart. Although
1 was hungering and thirsting for the blessing, yvet
at times a feeling of utter indifference—a kind of
spiritual stuper—would come over me and threaten
to devour all my* holy longings, as Pharaoh's fean
kine dcvoured the fat ones. 1 was in great distress,
ard did not know what te do. To stop secking I saw
meant infinite, etermal loss; yet to continue sceking
swemed quite out of the question with such a paraly-
sis of desirc and fecling. But one day I read: “There
is nonc,4hat callcth upon thy name, that stirreth up

himspll to take hold of thee” (Isaiah 64: 7).

G’od spoke to me in these words as unmistakably
as'He spoke to Moses from the burning bush, ot the
children of Israel from the cloudy maount. It was an
altogether new experience to me, The word came
as aircbuke 10 my unbelief and lazy indificrence and
yet It put hope into me, and I said to myseli:

‘?B) the grace of God, if nobody clse does, T will
stir myself up to seek Him, fecling or no fecling.”

That was twenty-nine years ago, but fram then tiil
now, regardless of my feeling, I sought God.

As carly as last fall, we circularized every Sun-
day school in our connection, sending out a pra:-.
pectus, announcing the new line of periodicals the
Board of Publication had decided upon, inclosing
therein an otder blank for the first quarter's orders,
and requesting that they be relurned at the wvery
carliest moment, but not later than Dce, 15th.

Why were we o ansious to get these orders in
so carly? So that we might know just how many
of each to prinl. Did the secrelaries respond in a
bedy 1o our request? They did nol. Filty per cent
of them met the issue squarely and were on time.
Twenty-five per ceat found time after theiv Christ-
mas rush was over to send in their orders, and
thus received their supplies from onc to two weeks
late, and the balance are still sending in bLelatwd
orders,

In order to anticipate what would be necessary
to carry us safely ever the quarter, the only bLasis
to figure upen was last quarter’s output, and tlen
allow for a possible increase in subscriplions. In
this we wete groping in the dark, as subsequent
cvenls showed. First, 50 per cent of our ordess came
in late. Second, schools that did order we found
had materially increascd their orders over last quur-
ter. Third, the orders to date are at least 23 per
cnt mote (han any ather quarter since the Pub-
lishing House was established, Taking these (hings
into consideration, <o you wender that we soon ran
short of literature, and are now doing our best te
help adjust matters with the schools that are with-
out sufficient helps? Arc we scolding the dulin-
quents? No, we are not, bul we are delivering thiz
preachment, so that this situation will not confraal
us the coming quarter, In order to be prepared for
this great increase of business that was Lhrust upon
vs unheratded, we must anlicipate our needs in the
way of paper, ink, binding material, cle. Will net
the sceretarics anticipate their meeds as much 23
possible and when the call is made for second quar-
ter's orders, be prepared to rush the same to ns that
we may be ¢nabled o give the best service possible?
The conlinuation of this highly interesling subject.
bul along another line, will appear in next week's
jezuc.
